On a Boat policy, the form used is ACTUAL CASH

Well, itõs that time of year again 

weõre gearing up and getting the 

boat and dinghy ready for another 

great season. Along those lines, I 

thought it would be in theme to 

talk about some of the suppliers 

and sources we have found to be 

reliable, fairly priced and respon-

sive. Bear in mind that we are 

wooden power boat owners - we 

have no understanding of the 

needs of those boats with poles 

sticking up in the air from which the 

owners hang laundry (occasion -

ally). No disrespect intended!  

We have tried to do all of our 

own work on the good ship, 

Ohana. Along those lines, many of 

our Anchorline advertisers have 

come into play. I can highly recom-

mend a new advertiser - Jerry at 

Individual Yacht Repair . I have 

hired Jerry for all of those jobs 

where I either donõt have the ex-

pertise, or the tools or the location 

of the issue is too difficult for these 

old bones. He can do anything 

and has never taken advantage of 

me. The same is true of Canal Boat 

Yard.  They have strict rules for those 

of us who want to do our own bot-

tom painting or bright work, but 

they are extremely helpful, on time 

with your haul outs and returns, etc.  

Linda has sewn all of our interior 

and exterior fabrics, including our 

deck chairs, flying bridge and other 

exterior covers. Canvas Supply  on 

Aurora Ave North has a complete 

supply of canvases, fasteners, etc. 

We have also done a lot of re -

chroming and have used both 

Queen City and Art Brass. I try to 

time the plating work for the fall 

and winter and, frankly, I have 

found Art Brass to be amazing. I 

have used them for 40 years, going 

back to my old car showing and 

racing years.  

For work on heads, a job I really 

donõt enjoy, Marine Sanitation is 

very good, but not cheap. We 

have an electric head and I have 

found that most every part can be 

bought through Fisheries Supply . 

We carry a complete rebuild kit 

and new electric motor and mac-

erator blades we got through Fish-

eries. Marine Sanitation is very fa-

miliar with the Vacuflush units - 

cleaning out those fins is a pain in 

the posterior, believe me!  

For electrical issues and refrig-

eration, Boat Electric is very good. 

However, in the event of a major 

repair or failure, one might consider 

the cost/benefit ratio of using sim-

ple 110 volt units from the big box 

stores. If you have a generator, as 

we do, you can buy a 4.4 cubic 

foot unit from Lowes or Home De-

pot for well under $200. A compa-

rable capacity 12/110 unit will run 

more than $1000 each. We have 

three of these and find that, even 

in the hottest weather (yes, it does 

come sooner or later) we have 

everything nice and cold all the 

time if we run our generator for an 

hour and a half or two in the morn-

ing, mid -day and before bed. Of 

course, while on shore power, we 

are golden. Even if you only get 

three years out of each, it's way 

cheaper to replace them than the 

combination units. Of course, you 

can also run them off an inverter

with a good bank of deep cycle 

batteries.  

For other electrical needs, like 

starters, alternators, etc., we have 

found both Ballard Electric and 

Blanchard Electric  to be terrific. 

They also have most tune -up parts 

for gas and diesel engines. Don't 

forget the more visible Car Quest 

stores - they have a very good sup-

ply of gas engine tune up parts, but 

many come in different degrees of 

quality, so always demand the best 

parts - they are only a bit more ex-

pensive, but well worth it.  

Of course, for just fun shopping, 

it's hard to beat Fisheries Supply , 

where we have a club discount, 

and Captains . Frankly, when I was 

soliciting Captain's renewal spon-

sorship, I went into the store and 

was really surprised at all that they 

have (and they are giving us cou-

pon discounts on different items 

each month throughout the next 

12 months). Also, if you haven't 

been into Second Wave (two 

stores; one in Greenwood and one 

at Shilshole), it is a blast!  

We have had some fleece 

coats, t -shirts, and hats made with 

our boat name and logo on them 

at EmbroidMe . They do nice work 

and once you have your print set 

up, it is always on file.  

Finally, for dinghies and out-

boards motors, I have two favorites; 

for parts, Seaway Marine near Alki 

is amazing. If they don't have it 

(which is unusual), they will get it. 

For repair, and a wonderful time 

while there, go to Norm Boady in 

Edmonds. I have his number if you 

want it. He has worked on out-

boards all his life, going back to the 

old hydro races on the Sammamish 

Slough. He still holds the record for 

the fastest electric outboard. In his

If you 

can get your motor to him, he 

can fix it and probably make it 

better than it ever was.   

In this same regard, while not 

trying to be negative, I have 

heard and/or had negative ex-

periences with Ballard Inflatable 

and Pat's Marine Engine Repair. 

Those may be just my problems, 

but I doubt it from what I hear 

from others. If you want more  

info, again, ask me anytime.  

Finally, if using one of our  

sponsors, please make sure to 

identify yourselves to them so  

they know we are being loyal  

and appreciative.  

Hope this is applicable to  

some of your needs this season. If 

you have other sources, please  

let me know so we can keep  

a list for all of our members.  

The snow and wind has to  

stop soon and we will all hit  

the water runningé so to speak!
