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From the Bridge...

By Bob Schrader

Hi All, Linda and | are just complet-
ing an update of our navigation sys-
tems on the good ship, Ohana. As
part of that, | had just heard about
the AIS (Automatic Identification Sys-
tem), which is now very affordable for
almost anyone.

Basically, this system works through
either an existing or separate VHF an-
tenna. It receives data and sends
data to all boats that it can reach
with AIS. It gives you everything you
might want to know about any ships
in your area - speed, course, classifi-
cation, call sign, registration number,
closest point of approach, etc. It si-
multaneously broadcasts your boat

information as well. Unlike VHF radio
signals, it also can "see" over/around
islands. When run in conjunction with
either of the major computer naviga-
tion programs, it interfaces with your
charts and shows this data on an on-
going basis - itis terrific and it is also
very comforting to know you are
seen by others, regardless of your ra-
dar profile!

With regard to our boat, we were
looking at updating our GPS displays,
but the cost for even the most rudi-
mentary units run from $600 on up,
plus the cost of the navigation chips
are usually (at least) another $150.
These are, at best, 5- to 7-inch
screens. We looked at the computer
run navigation programs in conjunc-
tion with laptops on both the flying
bridge and lower helm stations. That

way we get much more power, 15- to
17- inch screens, etc. We also looked
at the two basic navigation programs
and felt the 2009 Coastal Explorer
program by Compass Rose was the
easiest and most straight forward pro-
gram. It was created by Microsoft
people. Their service and support
center is in Bellevue and there are no
extra costs for upgrades as there are
with the other programs. It comes
with complete NOAA charts as well.

So, we bought two used laptops
from PC Doctor in Bellevue for under
$400 total. We bought the program
from Captain's Nautical Supply on a
Boat Show special at $299 and we
bought the AIS receiver/transmitter
from Milltech Marine, with related
cables and GPS dome for $370. Fi-
nally, we bought a standard VHF an-
tenna and mount, plus two 75 watt
inverters for another $130 from Fisher-
ies Supply. Our total is about $1200.

We chose the smallest AlS re-
ceiver - it operates on one of the two
channels. This gives us acquisition of
new full ship information within 12
minutes, but places the ship without
data on your charts every 4 seconds
and updates every 4 seconds there-
after. You can get the two channel
unit for about $400, but the benefit is
only that you get full ship data twice
as fast. | am not so concerned with all
the info as | am with knowing that
ships are in the area, where they are
going, and if we might intersect.

As a result, we now have state of
the art systems at both helms and
much larger screens as well, with
many more options than standard
GPS chart plotters. Updates to the
computer program are free through
the internet or from discs through the
maiil.
