housing and on the impellor
blades to provide initial lubrica-
tion and seal while the pump re
-primes. Also, if possible, turn
the new impellor partially inside
the housing in the right rotation
direction so the fins are bent
properly to start. If you can, re-
move the top hose and prime
with water to help in starting.

Change plugs, distributor caps
and rotors on the main engines
each spring. If you have points
rather than an electronic igni-
tion, | recommend doing them
also. In that regard, we just
switched from dual points to an

electronic ignition. The module
kit costs about $75 per distribu-
tor at Blancchard Electric and

is very easy to do yourself. If the
old cap and rotor are still us-
able, | keep it for a backup.

Check stuffing boxes and ad-
just. | recommend doing this
about three or four times a
year, depending on how much
you cruise.

Check all batteries for fluid lev-
els. If possible, use distilled wa-
ter to refill. We do this about
four times a year. Check, and if
necessary, clean all terminal
connections. | don't care how
often | clean the posts and

connectors, they almost always
need it again when | am
checking fluid levels.

Drinking water - we keep our
water levels at about half  -full
during the winter months. We
have two tanks, one with 60
gallons and the other with 100
gallons. | start by changing our
two filters. We have a main Wa-
terpick filter in the engine room
and then a small Brita at our
galley sink outlet. We use the
big tank as our main source
and the smaller one as back -
up. We used to pump every-
thing out and refill at the start

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of the season, but
gone to using a small amount of

water sterilizer and lemon juice,
(adding it to both tanks) and

the result has been great water.
You can buy sterilizers at almost

any good sporting store that

has camping gear and it is
cheap. We once tried the
cleaner that West Marine sells,
but you have to add it to full
tanks, pump everything out,
and refill. When we did this, we
had to do it three times to get
the taste and bubbles out of
the system! Also check the
house water pump and sur-
rounding area for electrical
connections and leaks.

Check all oil and coolant levels.
Of course, we do this each time
we fire up the engines. We
change oil and filters about
every 100 hours. We use Delo
100 on the advice of our me-
chanic. | have had a couple of
arguments with certain Fisheries
staff about this verses Delo 400,
but those in the know say Delo
100 is the only one intended for
sustained rpms and the type of
loads gas marine engines run.
We do the generator at the
same time and use the same oil.
Because of the location and
headroom of our engine room, |
either buy the quarts or the gal-
lon containers of oll. If | buy the
gallons, | fill quarts for use in ac-
cessing our valve cover fillers
without spilling. Also, check all
hoses for any signs of wear. It is
best to do this when the en-
gines are cold or just slightly
warm so that you can squeeze
them to test for signs of impend-
ing rupture. This should include
the exhaust hoses - a hole in
one of those can be a disaster
not only with potential fume
leakage, but a huge amount of
raw water runs through them
every minute for cooling. | have
a friend who never checked his

We have one electric
macerator style head and, as |
mentioned last month, we carry
a complete rebuild kit including
all gaskets and a new replace-
ment electric motor and mac-
erator blades. | take the time to
check the input and output
hoses and hose clamps com-
pletely for any fraying, leaks,
etc. We also carry way too
muchTP-in case you
| hate head issues of any kind!!

10. Testing. | like to take the boat

out, before our first trip of the
season, and warm it up thor-

oughly, then run it through all
ranges of rpms to clean it out.

When we come back in, | leave the engines run-
ning while going down into the engine area to
recheck everything just to make sure | didn't miss
anything the first time. It never makes sense, but
undoubtedly, you can bring your boat in at the
end of the season with everything working per-
fectly and for some reason, something is wrong
when the new season starts, even though you
haven't used a thing. My theory is that boats
love to be run and when left to sit all alone all
winter, they just get pissy out of the feeling of
neglect.

11. Ground tackle. | always take our anchor off and
set it on the marina dock and then pull out all
the chain and rode and check for cracks, frays,
etc. With Lindads helop
whole process doesn't take a half  -an-hour and it
allows me to sleep so much better when we are
on -the -hook in 20 mph winds!

12. General check. | love looking through the bilge,

engine room, etc. just to feel confident that
there are no screws, hose clamps, oil drippings,
etc., lying around. Somehow it reaffirms my
sense of security. We use white absorbent pads

13. Cabin heat . We use an electric space heater
during the winter months. At the start of decent
weather, rather than put it away for fall, | throw it
away so we have to buy a new one for the next
fall. 1t may sound
about those things and how they are built, so |
think it is the best $50 | can spend in good fire
prevention.

14. Annual maintenance. We pull the boat each
spring at Canal Boat Yard and paint the bottom,
change the zincs, touch up the boot stripe,
check the swim step fastenings and exhaust fit-

time out of water, layover costs, and my time in
cleaning up to get ready for a new coat of eve-
rything is about a wash in my mind.

15. Lights and radio. We also check all our running lights, do a
radio check of our VHF radios using our handheld, try the auto
pilot, and put new batteries in all of our flashlights.

16. The dinghy. We give a like amount of attention to our dinghy
in many regards.

Generally that is our process for getting ready for a big season.
Doing touch up painting, brightwork, etc., is something we always
do as we have time. It is a lot of work, but it's way more fun to do
it in advance than to react to problems while on our precious va-
cations!

Let's communicate about other aspects of boating and main-
tenance. If we pool our lists, it would be a great resource for all
club members, new and old.
