« LLOYDS - AcK
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From the Bridge

We have no idea where this summer went - it may
have been the best ever of our boating years. As most
of you know, this year we expanded our time in the
San Juans with the boat from one to two months -
keeping it at Friday Harbor for June and July and go-
ing back and forth by ferry as our work allowed. As of
the last weekend of September, we have spent over
75 days aboard and, other than Labor Day, have
hardly had a drop of rain.

We actually looked at each other our first weekend
at home in August and | augh
get a rhythm, had forgotten our normal routines - we
were in serious withdrawal. We decided then and
there that we will do it for all three months next sum-
mer.

So now, like most all of us, we have this list of things
we want to change or add - not big stuff, but a bit
more refrigeration, a couple of new mahogany cabi-
nets for the aft cockpit and salon - | love doing that
project. We are going to convert from dual point dis-
tributors to electronic ignition and | swear, | am going
to get a whole day to detail the engines and engine
room. We have to do bottom paint this year and will
do that late winter.

Putting the boat into fall mode is bittersweet -we
don6ét want to admit that
much for the next few months, while at the same time
we appreciate how amazingly well she has treated us.
We feel blessed to have found her and totally secure
in every kind of weather we have been through on
her. | think that defines that she is the perfect boat for
us and our pups.

So now the new space heater goes in and on, | top
off the antifreeze on the fresh water sides of mains
and generator, top off oils and trans fluids, as well as
gaéterybwéaterée\lﬁelss, drain %nd céegn tl]e HenShd ater
sSystem, an& we got Fuel &jlas) over tHe weéekend to
bring us to half full tanks. We have never used a fuel
stabilizer in the past, but the continual changes in fuels
led our fuel supplier to recommend that we do it this

year, so we will.

| also have purchased two quart  -sized plastic paint
buckets, punched some holes in the bottoms and one
in the side, then added a short bungee cords to hold
them in place via our swim step - these are to go over
the ends of our exhausts to eliminate muskrats and
otters - both of which we seem to have more of at our
marina. Cute to watch, but can sink you in a very short

amount of time if they chew
through one of the raw water
lines. To avoid senior moments,
as we did when we added a
collapsing swim step, | will make
another sign to hang over the
ignition to remind me to remove
the exhaust caps before starting
the mains.

We put our dinghy on a trailer
and bring it home for the winters
and, over the past several years,
| have heard a lot of different
theories as to how to winterize
the outboard. Ours is a four
stroke and, of course, since we
are moored in fresh water, we
make sure to run it for several
minutes to flush out any salt wa-
ter. In the past, we have just run
it out of fuel as well and then
taken it home. This past summer
we had some issues with it and
basically, completely rebuilt it at
Roche Harbor Marine. They im-
pressed me with their knowledge
about it, so | talked with them
last week, and they recom-
mended that we buy a fogger
spray, spray the carb inlet while
running until it dies, then remove
the plugs and spray the cylinders
lightly and the plugs, re -install

them and let it sit that way over

the winter. They said it will start
fine in the spring - but putting
new plugs in in the spring would
be a good idea as a part of nor-
mal preparedness. They also said
to add a fuel stabilizer to the out-
board gas, just before the final
run, so that when it stalls with the
fogger, the system, including the
fuel line running to the motor, is
full of stabilized fuel and this will
eliminate any winter condensa-
tion.

It was interesting doing our
fuel tax refund for the season -
we used a total of 714 gallons of
fuel - about $2300 worth after
the minuscule tax rebate, or an
average of 31 gallons per day
on the boat. If we had stayed at
home, we would have spent
way more just goofing around. |
don6t know how you
better value with an ocean
view!!!

We will be out of town most
of the later part of October and
early November, but look for-
ward to rejoining the cruise
schedule thereafter.
