BREMERTON MARINA 

The Port of Bremerton opened the newly expanded 
Bremerton Marina on May 1, 2008 making it the 
crown jewel of the downtown Bremerton revitaliza-
tion project. We now have permanent moorage slips 
ranging from 36ô up to 60ô with inside side tie moor-
age available for vessels over 60ô. Guest moorage 
expanded as well and we can accommodate up to 
100 visiting boaters including any large rendezvous. 
Extra wide slips and very generous fairways have 
been popular with boaters as has the oversized ac-
tivity tent that is out on our new breakwater. Some of 
the amenities in Bremerton include touring the 
Turner Joy, a Navel museum, fine art gallery, a 
boardwalk, spectacular fountain park, many restau-
rants including Anthonyôs and taking one of  
W a s h i n g t o n  S t a t e s  
ferries through scenic Rich Passage to Seattle 
where there is wide plethora of things to do. Every 
year Bremerton is host to the Blackberry Festival 
held on Labor Day weekend. The Bremerton Marina 
offers clean restrooms and a laundry facility for the 
convenience of our boaters.
