From the Bridge...

Just a reminder that boat tabs are due at the end of this 

month. We saw several boats being pulled over in the San 

Juan. So not having them current is not a good thing!  

If your boat is documented, you should have received 

your annual renewal notice from the Coast guard. If you 

have the renewal form and everything is correct, just sign it 

and return it - renewal is free. If you donõt, call them at the 

number on last year's form and they will send one ASAP. If 

you don't call soon, they add a $5 fee.  

We also saw many rangers on the beaches, so if youõre 

clamming, shrimping, fishing and/or crabbing, it's probably 

worth buying the permits. The fine can be as severe as tak-

ing your boat and fishing gear - not cool at all.  

As for fuel costs, be sure to remember that all the mer-

chants are paying from 2 to 3%  in credit card processing 

fees. If you pay in cash or by check, normally they will cut 

the cost by that amount. Also, many have discounts for 

volume - like at the 100 gallon or more mark. In the San 

Juans, Roche is probably the most expensive. Deer tries to 

mimic, if not be a bit under, Friday Harbor. The nice thing 

about Deer is that they have pump -out at the fuel dock, so 

you can do both without moving the boat around.  

Alsoé given the choice, plan to go across the straits 

from Pt. Townsend to Cattle Pass early in the morning when 

the wind is usually at it's lightest! Youõll be glad you did.
